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Instructions for Abstract Preparation

1. Use the font Arial, size: 10 pts. Do not exceed a total of 2200 characters (including space characters).

2. Use the abstract form or print on a plain paper into a rectangle of 12.5 cm width and 14.5 cm height. Do not type outside this border.

3. Type the entire abstract single spacing. 
Type title in bold using capital letters.
Leave no space between title and authors or between paragraphs. 
Type surname and initials of authors, their institutions and respective city and country. 
The name of presenter must be underlined.

4. Abstract may not contain any figures, tables, photos, references or acknowledgements. Avoid proprietary names and unusual abbreviations. 
5. IMPORTANT: ALL SUBMITTED ABSTRACTS ARE SELECTED FOR POSTER PRESENTATION (PENDING SCIENTIFIC COMMITTEE’S JUDGEMENT). THE BEST SCORED POSTER ABSTRACTS WILL BE SELECTED FOR ADDITIONAL ORAL PRESENTATION (PENDING PRESENTING AUTHOR’S AVAILABILITY).

PATIENTS: One hundred thirty-nine patients. 

MAIN OUTCOME MEASURES: Satisfaction questionnaires and interphysician diagnostic agreement. 

RESULTS: Patient and physician satisfaction was high. Agreement between video and in-person diagnoses was 80%. 

CONCLUSIONS: Physicians and patients were satisfied with teledermatology examinations. Diagnostic agreement between in-person and video dermatologists was high.
